e-Learner Status  
Students who intend to enroll only in on-line/internet (non-Extension) courses may choose to change their student status to "e-Learner" doing so will result in a change in fees.  e-Learners are not required to submit verification of immunizations prior to admission but the university strongly recommends that e-Learner applicants submit the proper immunization forms as part of the Admission procedure.  CAUTION:  It is important to note that e-Learners are not eligible to enroll in on-campus/non-internet courses while in e-Learner status (no exceptions, no appeals).  e-Learners may use only the campus facilities available to the general public.  Individuals considering switching to e-Learner status should visit with Montana Western Outreach personnel before opting for that designation.  Students may NOT switch to/from e-Learner status during a term (no appeals permitted) and No retroactive adjustments to credits or fees will be allowed via the late add or late drop/WD process (no appeals permitted).

Students attempting only extension (non-state supported) courses may not petition for e-Learner status.  Students receiving WUE (Western Undergraduate Exchange) scholarships forfeit their right to petition for e-Learner status at Western.  Any student, regardless of residency status, who resides in the “59725” zip code locality may not apply for e-Learner status.

Current Students
Enrolled students who want to switch to e-Learner status at the start of the next term should complete the appropriate section of the Request to Change Student Information form available at the School of Outreach, the Registrar’s Office or on-line at the Montana Western web page as a printable form:

The Request to Change Student Information form must be completed each time an individual changes to/from e-Learning status.  Submit a completed Request to Change Student Information form to the UMW Registrar’s Office at least 14 days before the start of the next semester.  Mail forms to:  Registrar’s Office, UM Western, 710 S Atlantic, Dillon, MT  59725 or fax a completed form to:  406 683-7493 (answer ALL questions provide all information; incomplete forms will be rejected).  Students may NOT switch to/from e-Learner status during a term (no exceptions, no appeals) and No retroactive adjustments to credits or fees will be allowed via the late add or late drop/WD process (again, no exceptions, no appeals).

Prospective Students

Prospective students who intend to enroll only in on-line course should complete the appropriate section of the admissions application form.   See CAUTION note in the above paragraph and discuss your intentions with School of Outreach personnel before finalizing your choice.   Students may NOT switch to/from e-Learner status during a term (no exceptions, no appeals).  Contact the Admissions Office for information on applying to the University of Montana Western.
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
